Confidential Referee’s reports) is 2 September. Student applications for scholarships
must be given to Mr James prior to 15 August, to provide sufficient time for Confidential
School References to be completed

The major scholarships available are:

Auckland Scholarships (100 awarded) for academic excellence, all-round ability and
leadership potential among students wishing to enter a full time undergraduate degree
programme. The scholarships are for 3 years and pay tuition fees and $2,500 living
expenses for students in the Auckland region.

Applicants are assessed on the basis of their Year 12 results. As a general guideline,
applicants should have achieved NCEA Level 2 with at least an excellence
endorsement; have displayed leadership potential; all round ability and achievement
in cultural and sporting activities; commitment to the wider community; and,
motivation to attend a research-led university.

Auckland Chancellor’'s Awards for Top Maori & Pacific Scholars

Awarded for 3 years. The award is for tuition fees and $2.500 accommodation allowance.
Applicants are assessed on the basis of their Year 12 results, and in addition, participation
in Maori or Pacific contexts, all-round ability, leadership potential, motivation and likelihood
to succeed at Auckland Uni.

Auckland Alumni Scholarships awarded for Academic Achievement and financial
hardship.

Awarded for 3 years. The award is for tuition fees and $2.500 accommodation allowance
Only one student per school may be nominated.

University of Auckland Jubilee Awards for Academic Merit
Awarded on potential to succeed at university and financial hardship. The award is for
$2,000 each year for 3 years.

SIR EDMUND HILLARY SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAMME at Waikato Uni
Who can apply?

» Students who excel academically, in sport or creative and performing arts, and have
leadership qualities.

» School leavers who have achieved University Entrance AND have achieved 60
credits at level 3 NCEA in 3 or 4 approved subjects, and at least 14 credits in each
subject.
